Small Business Development Pathway ñfocuses on careers involving planning, organizing, directing 

and evaluating of business functions essential to efficient and productive business operations  

Computing Pathway ñfocuses on careers in the design, development, implementation and mainte-

nance of computer systems and software  

Interactive Media Pathway ñfocuses on careers in creating, designing, and producing interactive mul-

timedia products and services  

Administrative/Information Support Pathway ñfocuses on careers in being an office manager or ad-

ministrative assistant  

Accounting I is a great course if you 

plan to major in business in college or 

own your own business.  You will 

learn proper procedures for maintain-

ing the financial records of businesses 

as well as identifying strengths & 

weaknesses of a business. Accounting 

is òthe language of business.ó   This is 

a year-long course.

Legal Environment of Business 

helps you to understand personal 

rights and duties under the law.  

Learn more about leases, contracts, 

criminal procedures, and buying your 

first car.  This is a year -long course.

Students will analyze risk manage-

ment techniques and evaluate insur-

ance products in relation to cost and 

effectiveness.  This is a year -long 

course.

Entrepreneurial Ventures  

This course concentrates on the man-

agement skills necessary for success-

ful business operation.  This is a year -

long course.

Video Broadcast Journalism/Video Produc-

tion I & II  is the course in which to enroll if you 

are interested in broadcasting the morning an-

nouncements.  You will learn how to operate tele-

vision studio equipment and edit videos.

Business Courses 
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Introduction to Engineering, Draw-

ing, and Design is a foundation course 

that serves as an introduction to the 

drafting and design field. Students learn 

drafting techniques through the study of 

various real -world engineering projects. 

Students learn about areas of specializa-

tion within engineering and engineering 

design, and apply engineering tools and 

procedures as they complete hands -on 

instructional activities.  This is a year-

long course.                                           

(9th -12th ) 

Engineering Concepts and Draw-

ings  is a course designed to further the 

development of student knowledge and 

skills in the Engineering Drawing and 

Design field. Students learn to illustrate 

more complex objects using the Com-

puter -Aided Drafting (CAD) system. 

Students use applications of mathemat-

ics and science to predict the success of 

an engineered solution and complete 

hands-on activities with tools, materi-

als, and processes as they develop work-

ing drawings and prototypes. This is a 

yearlong course.                                 

(10th -12th ) 

Architectural Drawing and Design I  

is a course that introduces students to 

the basic terminology, concepts, and 

principles of architectural design. Em-

phasis is placed on architecture history, 

house designs, floor plans, roof designs, 

and elevations (interior and exterior). 

Two-dimensional and three -dimensional 

architectural modeling software  as well 

as model building is taught during this 

course. This is a yearlong course.                          

(10th -12th ) 

Energy and Power Technology  ex-

plores the relationship between force, 

work, energy, and power. Students 

study the characteristics, availability, 

conversion, control, transmission, and 

storage of energy and power. Students 

will research renewable, non -renewable, 

and inexhaustible resources and conser-

vation efforts. Students will develop an 

awareness of the many careers that ex-

ist in energy and related technologies. 

This is a yearlong course.
